Minutes of The Colony HOA Board Meeting on April 22, 2007

A regular scheduled board meeting was called to order at 5:05 pm. All three board members were present in addition to four members.
A member of the association said that the meeting was improperly posted according to the state law and should not be held. His complaint was that a detailed address of location was not given and meeting was on a Sunday. Reading of the document did not show that either of these items was in error. A check was made later with a property management company and an attorney that confirmed the meeting was properly held and that the member waived his issue by attending.
Reading of the Minutes from last board meeting was not done since they were not received from the management company.

Hiring of a new landscape company from a list of six bidders was discussed. Keats Soder made a motion to hire Triple-O which was seconded by Cliff Thomson. The motion passed with a vote of 2 to 0. Documentation of proper insurance was presented that confirmed that Triple-O was fully covered with liability and workers compensation.
Hiring of a new property management company from three finalists was discussed. Two had received favorable comments from reference calls and one was given a neutral to negative referral with their recent purchase of another company not being timely explained to the HOA board. Keats Soder made a motion to hire Absolute Property Management Company at the same fee as the current company that was seconded by Cliff Thomson. The vote passed 2 to 1.

Discussion was held about the opening of the gates for special events or parties and for the last two builders. It was recommended that a separate plate be put on the call box stating to dial 100 for the main gate. It was also requested that the back lighting be checked for clear operation at night. A motion was made by Cliff Thomson and second by Perry Simons to have the gates closed at all times and any secret code disabled for a test period. A vote passed 3 to 0. The last two builders and owners need to be personally contacted and explained how their contractors will need to learn an access method by calling the main gate or be loaned an opener.         
There being no other business the meeting was closed at 7 pm.
